From April 2008 till his death, he was the Senior Minister of State for Foreign Affairs.

Dr Balaji will be remembered for his humility and sincerity to serve the House and the people of Singapore.  Despite his failing health in the last 2 years, he continued to discharge his duties in the best interest of the nation and was steadfast in the service of his fellow men.
On behalf of this House, I express with great sadness and a deep sense of loss on the passing of Dr Balaji Sadasivan and extend our deepest sympathies and condolences to the family of the late Member.”
